Activity 3.1 Helping learners engage with personal development planning (PDP)
 
Tutor actions
What you need to do in PebblePad to set up the activity
Prior to the activity:
· Create an assessment gateway and set to lock on the assignment due date. 
· Add students to the user group. The default permissions do not need to be changed.
· Create two profiles. The first needs to ask the students about themselves and their expectations. The second needs to be more discipline-specific. These profiles can be returned to at intervals throughout the course and updated.
· Publish the profiles to the student user group in the assessment gateway. When students log on they will be able to view the profiles in create new.
· Create a webfolio template with a page for each of the themes and add it to the gateway with copy permissions.
During the activity:
· In the face-to-face introductory session, show students a completed webfolio submission.
· At regular intervals throughout the course remind students to complete and update their profiles.
· After the assignment submission date has passed, grade and give feedback on the webfolios.
· Remember to release the grades and feedback when all marking has been completed.

Instructions to the learner
You can adapt these instructions to your learners and to your context 

· Log onto PebblePad.
· Go to the gateway and copy the webfolio template. This template is now in your asset store. This webfolio template is the asset you will use to submit your assignment at the end of this course. During this course you are going to be creating assets that you may choose to include in this webfolio.
· Go to create new and more and then profile. You will see a profile called ‘About me and my expectations’. Fill this in. You will return to this profile and add to it as you progress through the course.
· Once your study is underway, go to create new and profile. This time chose the profile named ‘About my discipline’. Again you can add to this profile as you progress through the course.
· As the course progresses, use a variety of assets to record your progress, such as the meeting asset or keep a blog of your learning journey.
· As the assignment due date draws near, edit the webfolio template and link to evidence you have created during your study such as the completed profiles.
· Send the webfolio to the assessment gateway. 
· You will receive an email notification when your tutor has graded your webfolio and given you feedback.
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
